Please would you read the attached Acceptable Use Agreement and sign and return the consent form below to the school office so that your child may use the Internet at school.  All pupils will also sign a class agreement which will include responsible internet use.

Our school internet provider operates a filtering system that restricts access to inappropriate materials.  This may not be the case at home and we can provide references to information on safe Internet access if you wish.

Whilst every endeavour is made to ensure that suitable restrictions are placed on the ability of children to access inappropriate materials, the School cannot be held responsible for the nature or content of materials accessed through the Internet.

It is important that you discuss safe Internet use with your child and carefully monitor the sites that they are able to access.

The Child Exploitation and Online Protection Centre (CEOP) works across the UK providing advice for parents, young people and schools about how to keep children and young people safe when using the internet.  As a school we take guidance from CEOP in delivering internet safety lessons and safeguarding all children during their time in school.

These are the rules I agree to follow when using any digital technology:

I will not open or delete other people’s files or send pictures of anyone without their permission.

I will not upload anything to the school computers or change the setting on the computer I am working on.

I will not sign up on social networking sites such as Facebook, WhatsApp, Instagram, Twitter or Snapchat as these all have an age restriction of 13 year old.

I will not bring devices or memory sticks into school unless I have permission and they have been checked to ensure that they are virus free.

I will only e-mail people I know, or that my parent/carer/teacher has approved and the messages I will be polite and sensible.  I will not give my home address or phone number, or arrange to meet someone I have met online.

When I am using the Internet to find information, I will check that they information is accurate as I understand that the work of others may not be truthful.

I will not use my mobile phone in school for any reason.  If I do bring my phone to school with me I will leave it in the school office.

I understand that the school may check my computer files and may monitor the Internet sites I visit.

If I am involved in incidents of inappropriate behaviour that involve members of the school community (e.g. cyber-bullying, using images/information without permission), the school will take action according to the Behaviour Policy.

I understand that if I do not follow these rules I may not be allowed to use ICT in school and my parents/carers may be contacted.
